Pope Francis Amoris Laetitia:  
On Love In The Family 

A Summary of the Exhortation (cont…) 
 
The exhortation is divided into an             
introduction and nine chapters. Last week 
we summarized the Introduction and the first 
three chapters. 
 
Chapter Four: Pope Francis gives detailed 
commentary on each quality of love that is 
discussed in 1 Corinthians. Pope Francis  
applies each quality to the specific love of 
the family.  In the final part of this chapter, 
Pope Francis discusses the various ways 
married love grows and changes over the 
life of the marriage. He states that with the 
grace of the Holy Spirit, we find the strength 
to “confirm, direct and transform our love in 
every new situation (164).” 
 
Chapter Five: Pope Francis speaks of     
children as the fruit of love in marriage. The 
Pope also provides words of encouragement 
for couples facing infertility. He also        
stresses the importance of extended families 
and the need to care for the elderly. 
 
Chapter Six: Pope Francis calls on priests 
to pay greater attention to the preparation of 
couples for marriage. He also wants his 
priests to give more pastoral care to people 
who are separated or divorced. 
 
Chapter Seven: Pope Francis provides 
good advice to parents regarding raising 
their  children. He gives strong morals and 
values. He also discusses the need for sex 
education. He states that sex education 
should be      presented “within the broader 
framework of an education for love, for mu-
tual              self-giving (280).” 
Editrice Vaticana. 

There but for the Grace of God…. 
Saint Paul reminds us of the              

circumstances of his calling.  He persecuted the 
Christians of his day, all that were in his path… 
and yet, God’s touch of grace knocked him off 
his horse, reached his heart and changed his life.  
Changed his life to become the Christian he       
himself persecuted.   

God has a way of choosing the weak to 
deliver His message of hope and healing.        
Perhaps the love and mercy of God is best       
witnessed when delivered by a messenger which 
has had a conversion of heart.   

Isaiah, Peter and Paul all share a         
common understanding.  “Lord, I am a sinful 
man, not worthy of your calling”. Perhaps it is an 
understanding we all share as well.  Good news – 
God calls us anyway.   He understands we are all 
sinful, but invites us to begin a new life, a life of 
eternal relationship with him and sends us in His 
name to invite others to share that same invita-
tion.  Amazing Grace! 

While He was at table at Matthew’s house, 
many tax collectors and sinners came and sat with 
Jesus and His disciples.  The Pharisees saw this 
and asked His disciples why Jesus would eat with 
tax collectors and sinners.  He said, “Those who 
are well do not need a physician, but the sick do.  
Go and learn the meaning of the words ‘I desire 
mercy not sacrifice’.  I did not come to call the 
righteous, but sinners.” 

Perhaps Jesus works through the  wound-
ed healer.  Those that have experienced mercy 
and forgiveness know the touch of grace that is 
Jesus in action.  Let’s reflect on those moments of 
grace in our lives and why we needed that grace 
so much.  We are wounded healers called to listen 
and extend our Lord’s invitation to others with 
messages of mercy and hope.  We may not think 
of ourselves as worthy, but we are in good        
company.  Do not be afraid.  The Holy Spirit will 
provide.   

Grace given… Grace passed on… 
Our Lord’s disciples in action, courageously         
living the Gospel.

GOD’S SUMMONS 
 
 Confronted with God’s power and majesty, the first 
response of the prophet Isaiah was to acknowledge his 
sinfulness. “Woe is me, I am doomed! For I am a man of 
unclean lips,” he said aloud. Likewise, with his empty 
fishing nets           dramatically filled at Jesus’ instruction, 
Peter fell to his knees and cried out, “Depart from me, 
Lord, for I am a sinful man.” 
 Next, Peter got up. He docked his boats then left to 
follow Jesus. Isaiah also had a dramatic change of heart. 
When he heard the Lord say, “Whom shall I send? Who 
will go for us?” Isaiah answered, “Here I am, send me.” 
 We are summoned daily by the Risen Lord. We are 
reminded of the saving power of the gospel and know in 
our heart of hearts that, as St. Paul wrote, believing in an-
ything else won’t lead to anything. 
 What will it take for you to move past your        sinful-
ness? What will it take for you to get off your knees? What 
will it take for you to bring to dock what is unimportant and 
to accept your call to be God’s messenger?

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 The Reign of God comes about because people com-
mit to reversing their lives completely, to embracing new 
vision, new values. Many popular television shows ex-
ploit an unattractive side of human nature by pitting con-
testants against one another, even to the point of perform-
ing dangerous stunts or devious schemes, to gain money 
or favor. 
 At the liturgy, we counter that impulse by commit-
ting ourselves to live generously. In response to Christ’s 
total gift, we offer bread and wine as the emblems of our 
lives, our hopes, our joys and sorrows. The bread and 
wine carried to the altar contain our lives, and by offering 
our lives to God, we prepare to receive the gift of God’s 
own life. We are to become what we receive: the body of 
Christ. 
 On Sundays, this self‑giving is often accompanied by 
a collection and procession of gifts for the poor and mon-
ey for the upkeep of the parish. There are certainly other 
methods of collecting money, some perhaps more effi-
cient. Yet the act of giving from our abundance, and at-
tending to the needs of the poor, opens us up to participa-
tion in the changes the Reign of God requires.

     Jesús al llamar a sus discípulos les ajusta el lente 
de sus vidas, o sea, que, aunque los llama desde las 
ocupaciones que ya venían haciendo, les cambia la 
meta. Por ejemplo, no esperó a ver a Simón Pedro 
orando en la sinagoga, sino que lo llamó estando en 
su propio elemento. Usó la barca de Simón para  
predicarle a las multitudes y luego le pidió que  
echara sus redes para pescar. Una vez que Simón 
recogió una cantidad inmensa de peces Jesús cambió 
el enfoque de Simón; ahora recogería personas y no 
peces. Aún podía ser un “pescador”, pero con una 
meta diferente.  De manera similar Jesús llama a 
Saúl cuando se dirigía a Damasco para arrestar a los 
cristianos. Pablo continúa su viaje fervientemente 
alrededor del imperio, pero ahora es para           
evangelizar y no para perseguir.  
     “Dejándolo todo, lo siguieron” (Lucas 5, 11). No 
puede afirmarse más claramente lo completa que fue 
la transformación de Pedro. Tenemos aquí a un 
hombre, cuya vida se centraba en su profesión. Era 
dueño de su propia barca, pescaba toda la noche y 
tenía socios. Podríamos pensar que un pescador de 
esta clase hubiese tenido una reacción muy diferente 
ante una pesca tan enorme. ¿Por qué no comprar una 
barca más grande con redes más fuertes y contratar a 
Jesús para que lo acompañara todos los días? Pero la 
reacción inmediata de Pedro fue la de darse cuenta 
del poder de Jesús y de su propia poquedad. Por eso 
cuando Jesús lo invita, dejó todo y lo siguió.  
     Los santos Pedro y Pablo son mártires entre los 
primeros cristianos y, según el relato del talmud, 
Isaías también murió mártir. Pero, aunque ellos   
hubiesen sabido cómo iba a terminar su vida,      
ninguno de los tres se hubiera abstenido de decir: 
“Aquí estoy, Señor, envíame” (Isaías 6, 8). Después 
de todo, su muerte no fue el final.

¿Está ya mi vida transformada y ahora siento un  
llamado a animar a otras personas para que hagan lo 
mismo?
